“We manufacture extru-

sion lines for stackable sheet for some 

decades and for different end products 

such as automotive- or marina 

applications, appliances, optical sheet and 

many more. But since two years we see 

an increasing demand for extrusion lines 

with very high throughput rates.” says 

Thorsten Bung, President of KUHNE

Sheets Heavy lines are available for 

different raw materials – also e.g. filled or 

foamed – such as ABS/PMMA, HDPE, 

HIPS, PP and more, Depending on 

thickness ranges and raw materials the 

throughput went from 500 Kg/h (1,100 

lbs/h) to 1.000 Kg/h (2,200 lbs/h) by 

doubling the roll width during the 90s. For 

some years, more and more development 

went into downstream equipment to 

even increase this throughput range. And 

finally, additional rolls have been added to 

the roll stack to satisfy customers who 

are expecting throughputs of 1.500 Kg/h 

(3,300 lbs/h) and more. The extrusion 

lines are customized for widths between 

1.000 mm (39.37 inches) and 4.000 mm 

(157.48 inches) and equipped for mono- 

or multi-layer processes. Did you know?
